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Purpose of the Policy

The purpose of this First Aid Policy is to ensure a safe and healthy environment for all children, staff, and visitors at St Mary's Catholic Primary School. This policy outlines the procedures and responsibilities related to first aid provision, ensuring compliance with UK legislation and best practises in educational settings.

Scope

This policy applies to all children, staff, parents, and visitors at St Mary's Catholic Primary School.

Roles and Responsibilities

1. Governing Body

· Ensure that adequate first aid provisions are in place.
· Review and approve the First Aid Policy annually.
2. Headteacher

· Ensure compliance with first aid legislation and guidelines.
· Ensure that a sufficient number of staff are trained in first aid.
3. First Aid Coordinator

· Oversee the implementation of the first aid policy.
· Maintain first aid supplies and equipment.
· Organise first aid training for staff.
4. First Aid Staff

· Administer first aid as required.
· Keep accurate records of incidents and treatments provided.
· Report any concerns regarding first aid provisions to the First Aid Coordinator.

5. All Staff

· Familiarise themselves with the first aid policy and procedures.
· Know the location of first aid kits and emergency contact numbers.

6. Parents and Carers

· Inform the school of any medical conditions or allergies that may affect their child.
· Support the school in its first aid procedures by ensuring their child understands the importance of reporting injuries.


First Aid Provision

1. First Aid Kits

· First aid kits will be available in key locations throughout the school.
· Kits will be regularly checked and restocked by the First Aid Coordinator.
2. First Aid Training

· All first aiders will be appropriately and fully trained

3. Emergency Procedures

· In case of a medical emergency, staff should follow the established emergency procedures:
· Assess the situation for safety.
· Call for help if necessary (e.g., other staff, emergency services).
· Administer first aid as trained.
· Record the incident in the first aid log book/accident book.
Incident Reporting and Record Keeping

· All incidents requiring first aid will be recorded in the first aid log/accident book.
· Parents will be informed on the day of any significant injuries, bumped heads,  or treatments administered.

Review and Monitoring

· This policy will be reviewed annually by the governing body and the First Aid Coordinator.
· Feedback from staff, parents, and pupils will be considered during the review process.
Related Procedures

· Procedures for administering medication and dealing with specific medical conditions will be outlined in individual health care plans.
· Risk assessments will be produced and communicated to all relevant staff
